IDENTITY BOX PROJECT


What is an Identity Box?  One purpose of this project is to give you the opportunity to learn more about yourself and how you have grown throughout the school year.  As you listen to others, hopefully you will have the opportunity to learn more about your classmates as well.  So, what is your job?  The first task is to find a box of some sort and decorate it in a way that describes you.  I would suggest using a shoe box.  If you cannot find one, a cereal box would work just fine.  For the most part, it is up to you how you go about completing this; however, there are a few things that I am going to require of you.    

DECORATING THE BOX

(Use a shoe box or cereal box.)

1. Include pictures (photographs if you want, clip art, images you have drawn)
2. Song or lyrics that describes you (school appropriate)
3. Newspaper/magazine clippings (words or pictures)

4. Use any sort of arts and crafts materials

5. Everything will be pasted to your box using mod podge.  (I will provide this for you.) 

NOW WHAT? 


After you have decorated your box, you are going to be required to complete a piece of writing about your box.  We are going to be working on this piece during our writing class time during the next two weeks of school; however, you will need to do some of the work at home as well.  When you are all finished, you will have completed a five-paragraph essay about yourself!  Please look on the back of this page for all of your writing instructions.  
FIVE PARAGRAPH ESSAY

(Each paragraph needs AT LEAST 5 sentences.) 
FIRST PARAGRAPH (Introduction)

*Introduce yourself, your family, hobbies, etc.  (Anything you put on your box…that you will explain more about in your paper.)

SECOND PARAGRAPH

Describe, in detail, three things that you have included on your box and why they are important to you.  

THIRD PARAGRAPH

What poem or lyrics did you choose?  How do your song lyrics or poem relate to you?  Why did you choose these lyrics over another song or poem?  What personal connection do you have to this particular piece? 

FOURTH PARAGRAPH (This can be divided into two paragraphs.) 

Reflect on this school year.  How have you grown?  (physically, mentally, socially, spiritually, emotionally, academically)  Was there anything you were nervous about at the beginning of the year?  If so, how did you overcome those nerves?  What did you learn this year?  What advice would you give an incoming fifth grader?    

FIFTH PARAGRAPH (Conclusion)

What have you learned about yourself after completing this project?  What types of things are important to you?  What have you learned this school year?  Were you surprised about anything that you found out about yourself?
